Social workers are found in every facet of community life, including schools, hospitals,
mental health clinics, senior centers, elected office, private practices, prisons, military,
corporations, and in numerous public and private agencies.

What Will I Learn?

Students will gain knowledge in the importance of cultural competence, the role
of social work in advocacy on behalf of vulnerable populations, the role of legislation
and public policy in program and service development, and have observational field
experiences.
